Embracing Our Future -Training and Development

Four children in Head Start/Early Head Start benefit from the program’s health services. Designed as training for parents, Health Services Advisory Committee members, staff and Policy Council and governing bodies, the eighteen minute video and companion guide provide a basic picture of the range of health services. 

Linking Our Voices: A Training Program for Head Start Policy Councils – Program Governance 
This program explores the knowledge, skills, and behaviors that create successful Policy Councils. Designed to prepare Head Start/Early Head Start parents and community representatives to be effective Policy Council members, it is based on real stories of representative Policy Council members.  The training package includes: a close-captioned videotape, facilitator’s manual, participant workshop materials, and a set of overheads to make transparencies. 

Weaving Connections – Management Systems and Procedures 
The Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) is recognized as a key player in improving child and family outcomes. The video highlights HSAC success stories.  The training package also includes a CD-ROM containing a brochure and power point presentation, and five training modules to help in recruiting HSAC members and enabling the group's activities.

Empowering People: Parent Groups

Prepared by the National Center for Family Literacy, the program shows several examples of the importance of parents to Head Start/Early Head Start children as role models. Teachers are interviewed and share their feeling on the need for parents to be involved in their child’s education and all-around life. 

Working Together for Child Care: Research Roundtable of Washington  
In October 1999, the Region X Head Start and Child Care staff hosted the “Research Roundtable,” a conversation among scientists, policy makers and the child care provider community in Seattle, WA. The video, prepared by the State of Washington, Governor’s Head Start-State Collaboration Project, captures some of the essential messages of that event related to early development, quality child care and the need for exchange among researchers, policy-makers and practitioners.
