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The Head Start Performance Standards, 45 CFR 1305.3, state that the information gathered in the Community Assessment must guide decisions based on the status of the families and community settings within the identified service area. The analysis of the information in conjunction with the program’s self assessment must be used in decision making and planning in the areas indicated in the above graphic representation.
